MINUTES FOR THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS

OF THE WRIGHT-PATTERSON OFFICERS’ SPOUSES’ CLUB

January 7, 2009

Present as per attendance sheet.

CALL TO ORDER

The meeting opened at 9:43 a.m. in Bldg. 1083.

WELCOME ADVISORS & SPECIAL GUESTS

The President welcomed our OSC Advisor.    

Point of Order:

The President explained that we have both voting and non-voting members of the Board present at most Board of Governors meetings. Last month, we took a couple of votes that were either proposed or seconded by a non-voting member and no one realized it at the time. Therefore, we need to vote again on those motions to make them valid. 

First, he called for a re-vote on the motion to approve the November 5, 2009, minutes. There was no disagreement on their content among the members present. 

Motion. “I move that the minutes of November 5th meeting be approved as written.” Motion seconded and passed.

Next, he announced that we need a re-vote on motion regarding the OSC web site. The President said that since the last meeting, there has been some re-thinking about that. He felt that the Executive Committee is a bit larger than the committee needs to be. He would like to take it down to those who are most important to the web site issue.  

The President stopped to welcome an Honorary Advisor to the Board.

Returning to the web site issue, the newsletter editor suggested that we have a smaller committee with herself, the Reservations Chair and the Mah Jongg Book Sales Chair, since they are the ones receiving a lot of the information that the web site provides. The President asked for discussion.

A member suggested that the web site committee be composed of the OSC President, Administrative Treasurer, Newsletter Editor, Mah Jongg Book Sales Chair and  Reservations Chair. The Admin. Treasurer requested that we add a line that says, “... from the Administrative Reserve account.” 

The motion would now read (updates to the original motion are italicized): “I move that we allow the following people – the OSC President, Administrative Treasurer, Newsletter Editor, Mah Jongg Book Sales Chair and Reservations Chair – to perform any action in regards to closing the web hosting service and re-opening a new web hosting service, with an amount not to exceed $500 from the Administrative Reserve account.” Motion was seconded and passed.

The President said he will be calling these people and getting things together. He also said he has acquired a write-up from a man in Columbus and received feedback on what we can improve. He has not made a commitment since the committee needs to meet first.                                                     

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

“I move to accept the minutes of the December 3, 2009, Board of Governors meeting as corrected.” Motion seconded and passed.

BOARD REPORTS

Board reports were not reviewed due to the deteriorating weather conditions. Members were encouraged to read them at home.

A member announced that she is filling in for the Hospitality Chair while she is temporarily away, so please contact her for any cards that need to be sent to members. The Christmas Decorations Chair wanted to add to her board report that there were just under 101.5 hours logged with 27 volunteers. The President mentioned that Dianna Cordle from the Club wanted to know if someone was going to take down the decorations at Twin Base Golf Club. The Decorations Chair mentioned that she had told the Club that as a favor she would decorate it. The First Vice suggested that The President call the Club about it and he agreed.

OLD BUSINESS – Website for OSC

There was no more discussion on the subject.

NEW BUSINESS – Welfare Motion – “Blue Star Mothers of America” 

Welfare Co-Chair

“I move that the OSC give “Blue Star Mothers of America” a one-time donation of $500 from the Welfare Fund.” Motion seconded and passed.

BOARD COMMENTS

The Admin.Treasurer  and Welfare Treasurer read their respective reports.

The President asked if there were any questions on the budget. The First Vice said she went very under her budget for the holiday social. The Admin. Treasurer said she still can't imagine why the Club’s bookkeeping is so off, but the First Vice asked if we could give some of that excess to Programs. She said she only spent $400 on door prizes and had set aside $1,300 for food. They were only charged $7.00 per person and it was a $13.00 meal. The Admin. Treasurer said that the Club probably “took a hit” on that. She suggested waiting until February before we spend that money and said that we could could make a motion about it then.

The Thrift Shop Chair said that her Thrift Shop report stands as it is.

The President reminded everyone that February 10th is the deadline for completing the questionnaire for candidates who would like to run for a position on the Executive Committee. He mentioned that the February issue of “The Wright Word” will have the job descriptions in it. The Parliamentarian said that anyone who is interested can get a questionnaire from her by calling or emailing her to request one. She said she will then mail or email it to them. The elected positions are OSC President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Administrative Treasurer, Welfare Treasurer and Secretary, and the first three must be active duty.

The Second Vice President reminded everyone that she needs volunteer hours by tonight or tomorrow at the latest via email. Today is the deadline for reservations for the January luncheon. The Admin. Treasurer said she would take cash or checks today in the Reservation Chair's absence and that permanent reservations do apply for this event.

The Fundraising Chair announced that she has been in contact with a lady from Allied Marketing in Cleveland, asking us to support the upcoming “Thunder Nationals” – the big trucks – coming to town on the 23rd of January. The rep said she could give us “$4.00 off discount fliers” and that she could also send a couple of tickets for a raffle. The Chair  asked the Board if they thought Club members would be interested. It was agreed by consensus that she should go ahead and request 15 of the fliers to have at the January luncheon. She said we have 95 more White House Christmas ornaments to sell, so please start buying. The Programs Chair mentioned that the reservations phone number was incorrect in TWW  on the ad for the luncheon.

Thanks to the Second Vice President for putting out the weather policy reminder email yesterday.

The ISG Chair announced that the International Spouses Group will meet at 10:00 instead of 9:30 tomorrow.
