MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

BOARD REPORTS

Additional Comments:

The President complimented the two particular members for a “job well done” on the Thrift Shop fashion show last month.
The Hospitality Chair mentioned that a certain OSC member passed away and asked about the policy for donating $50 in memory of a member. The answer is that someone needs to actually request it and then the money can be donated to a memorial fund. 
The ISG Chair said that she needs one person for the Japanese table and still needs five people for the lobby tables. The date of the International Fair is April 15th from 11:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. She has pre-sale tickets today for $10.00 apiece. Checks should be made payable to WPOSC please and volunteers do not need to pay.
The Publications Manager said she talked to the director of the Human Race Theatre and said they are willing to donate theatre tickets for a fundraiser. She has the Director’s contact information. She  was also planning to take some copies of the newsletter to the Club. She will bring at least four copies to 1083 for the Thrift Shop Manager to be able to use at the Thrift Shop.

Special thanks to the Programs Chair for stepping up on reservations when the Reservations Chair had to leave town. The Reservations Chair keeps all information on a flash drive. To better secure everyone’s credit card information, instead of emailing the sheet to Sheila at the Club, she will now walk it over to the Club. Permanent reservations do apply for the next function.

The Scholarships Chair said that the “bios” for the scholarship winners will appear in the next newsletter. He has some of the information on the winners if anyone wants to look at it. He was a little disappointed at the response. We had it in TWW, the Skywriter, at the Thrift Shop, and this year he sent an additional email to school counselors. He got good feedback from them.  Last year we had 12 applications. The Advisor reminded everyone that the GI bill covers dependents now. For people who have more than one child it might require a scholarship, but her daughter, for example, is going to have everything covered. Next year’s deadline will be 1 March, 2011, for 2011 graduates. One member mentioned that she did Scholarships at Robbins AFB and said that they put it online. They distributed strips of paper with the web site on it, and they got a lot more applicants. She said that when students search now they will type in Dayton scholarships. It was mentioned that it is currently on our WPOSC web site, and even though we had a little difficulty with our web site this year, the Scholarships Chair is not sure that was the problem.

OLD BUSINESS
The Wright Word 
The Second Vice President read the motion listed on the agenda, which stated: “I move to give the TWW Editor an amount not to exceed $1,000 to cover the cost of a printer, clip art and Microsoft Office to be paid from the Admin. Reserve account.”  Motion was seconded. The Admin. Treasurer reminded the Board that the Admin. Reserve account now has around $2,528.00 and that the $1,000 is a “not to exceed” amount, so the TWW Editor just has to stay under $1,000. Motion passed. 

NEW BUSINESS

Welfare Motions – Welfare Chair
1. Dayton Philharmonic - $500

The Welfare Chair made a motion to give them the amount of $500. Motion was seconded. The Welfare Chair then read the description on the agenda. Motion passed.

2. Proposed Welfare Budget. The Welfare Chair moved that the proposed annual welfare budget be approved by the Board. Motion seconded. Discussion included the fact that the Mah Jongg transfer was $25,000 this year, which is $15,000 more than last year. The Mah Jongg Book Sales Chair wanted to thank the ladies all around the world who play the game and teach others how to play. She said that our WPOSC web site makes a tremendous difference. The President mentioned that we had another meeting with our web site designer this past week so things are coming along. 

Removed: The Welfare Chair explained that we took off a couple of items that were budgeted last year, mainly because these groups haven’t asked for funds for a couple of years. Those groups included the Fairborn YMCA and Greenmont Elementary School. We changed “Sew Much Comfort” from $1500 to $500, as they have moved their base out of the local area and we haven’t heard from them as of this meeting.
Added: The Committee put the baskets into the budget for $500 this year. We had the Community and Family center up to $750. We also added a few groups to our budget that we brought to the Board as unbudgeted earlier this year: Blue Star Mothers, Jergens Center, and St. Peter’s Food pantry for example. Several of them had asked us for funds a couple of years in a row. This still leaves a cushion for any unbudgeted items that may come our way. Motion passed.  
BOARD COMMENTS
The Admin. Treasurer wanted to add two dates on Dates to Remember portion of the agenda. 1) The Activities Budget meeting on April 19th, at 10 a.m. This committee consists of the incoming and outgoing Administrative Treasurer, the incoming and outgoing Activities Chair, the President and an advisor. 2) The other is the Administrative Budget meeting. That’s where we come up with the total activities number which gets put into the admin. budget, based on the number of activities and their average attendance numbers. The Treasurer proposed having the Admin. Budget meeting directly following the Welfare meeting on May 20th at 10:30 a.m. in the Thrift Shop kitchen and it was agreed upon. Members of that committee are the incoming and outgoing Administrative Treasurer, the President, the incoming Executive Committee and an advisor.

   She also wanted to remind everyone that budget requests are due to her. Please get them to her in written form within a week.
PRESIDENT’S REMARKS
The Thrift Shop Chair wanted to thank everyone who sits on this Board who works at the Base Thrift Shop for all of their hard work. On behalf of “A Kid Again”, the Newcomers/Name Tags Chair wanted to thank the Board for its support of that organization. The ISG Chair wanted to thank the Board for its support of the various events they have had, and wanted to remind everyone that their next get-together will be tomorrow at 9:30 a.m. at Chapel 3. One member suggested she send a paper around for volunteer sign-ups. The Advisor thanked the ISG Chair for the donation of a vase for the Fisher House auction on Saturday, April 24, at the Museum of the U.S. Air Force and she encouraged all to come.
The Publications Manager asked the question as to why the total activities budget is only $2,700 versus the amount spent on programs. The Admin. Treasurer pointed out that most activities are hard pressed as it is to spend the entire amount that we give them in our budget. She mentioned that when the new treasurer comes with the new budget, you can talk about it then.
