MINUTES FOR THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS

CALL TO ORDER
The meeting opened at 9:44 a.m. in Bldg. 1083. The President welcomed the OSC Advisor.
The President welcomed two new Board members: the new Reservations Chair and the new Circulation Manager. He thanked the Circulation Manager for jumping right in. After spending the morning chairing the Creative Cooking group, he said she then turned around and helped to do the paperwork for the newsletter that day.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING


Motion: “I move to accept the minutes of the September 3, 2009, BoG meeting.”

Motion seconded and passed.
BOARD REPORTS

Board reports were individually reviewed; see attached report.

Additional Comments: 
The Second Vice confirmed that she and the First Vice are right on track for the Holiday Brunch.

The President said that there is someone considering the Activities Chair position.
The Circulation Manager said there was an issue with the Statement of Ownership and she brought more paperwork for the President to sign today.

The Programs Chair noted a correction on the Bunco time on the calendar page of the newsletter. The time should be 7:00 p.m. She said it was correct on the article.

The International Spouses’ Group Chair asked for extra copies of the newsletter each month that she can take to her ISG luncheons. She also asked if she could get a roster of the liaison officers so she knows who is enlisted and who is an officer, as she knows she can only invite officers’ wives to join the OSC. It was pointed out that anyone who is a GS-9 and above, or is eligible to join the Wright-Patt Club as an officer, is eligible to join the OSC.
The Reservations Chair extended the reservation deadline for the October luncheon until Sunday at 6:00 p.m. She noted that if anyone is filling out their permanent reservation form today then they don’t need to fill out the other form going around, which is just for the October luncheon. Reminder: Please don’t call the Reservations Chair personally, but rather call the reservation line to reserve your spot for a luncheon.

There was a reminder that if you pay OSC dues for the whole year and you leave in May, you can get June and July dues refunded from your Club card. If you leave after the 15th of any given month, you will not get your money back for that month from the Club card billing system. The Membership Chair said how it works for most people is that they pay $4.00 a month on their Club card. Then if they know they are PCSing, they let the Club know and they just won’t get billed in future months.

The Newsletter Editor said that if she gets help learning about the web site, she may be able to maintain it.
OLD BUSINESS

Constitutional Review - Parliamentarian
The meeting was moved to September 23rd. The Committee found only “pen and ink” changes. The Parliamentarian said she has a few things to clarify with the Base and that she will get those answers.
NEW BUSINESS

Welfare Motion – Family Services “Thanksgiving Baskets” Program
Welfare Co-Chair

Motion: “I propose that we give the Family Services ‘Thanksgiving Basket’ 
program $500 this year, which is twice the budgeted amount.”

Motion was seconded. There was no discussion. Motion passed.

Holiday Brunch – Second Vice President
The theme for the brunch in December is “Home for the Holidays”. For entertainment, they are possibly having the Skylarks sing and may also have a bell choir. They may also have the Programs Chair help with the prizes and decorating. The charity they would like to support is the Fisher House and it will be done with cash donations from OSC members. The new house they are building will need a lot of items, so she said it might be a donation of items in addition to that. They were encouraged to ask the Fisher House what they can accept, since they can’t take all types of items. She also said they might have a speaker from the Fisher House come to the brunch. For payment, we pay for the Skylarks’ lunch and they would need to pay the bell ringers. A member suggested that they could put together a request and ask the welfare committee to give money for the Skylarks. Any lunches “given away” would be paid out of the Holiday Brunch budget.
“Pen and Ink” Change to Policies & Procedures – Administrative Treasurer 
The Administrative Treasurer had a “pen and ink” change in the section on bank accounts for activities groups. She pointed out that we need to add two words, at the top of Page 8, Item 4.c. where it lists the exceptions. Current wording: “Exceptions are the Base Thrift Shop and the International Spouses’ Group.” We need to add “and the Goldbricks”, because they have their own tax I.D. number. This is because they are an investment group.
BOARD COMMENTS
The Administrative Treasurer said that the Fundraising Chair gave her the Elder Beerman coupons for Saturday, November 14th (Community Day), that she was selling at the Coffee at the fundraising table. She encouraged Board members to buy them, as it is a 100% profit to the OSC.

PRESIDENT’S REMARKS
The President mentioned that we still need an Activities person. He also has no one stepping forward at this time to take charge of the Christmas Decorating of the Club. If he doesn’t have someone by the 8th of Oct., then the Club will have to make other plans. He asked that all need to understand that they pull everything out for us, and that their staff will assist, so we have some help when we are decorating. At the October luncheon, there will be sign-up sheets on the tables. We are given money from the Club to help with additional decorations, and OSC volunteers receive a free brunch each day in the dining room. One member wondered, if it turns out that the Club staff does the decorating, what condition the boxes of decorations will be in the following year? The President admitted it is hard to say. Another Board member said it’s a “given” that they probably won’t last as long if we have other people do it. It was noted that last year the Chair and Co-Chair created continuity books that show pictures of how each room was decorated. 
The President mentioned that Mike Wallace from the Skywriter came and interviewed him about the OSC. Dawn Ivy was trying to get her programs and the OSC’s programs highlighted in the Skywriter newspaper. He thinks it will be in either this or next week’s paper.

One member asked the Museum Guides Chair how her welcoming coffee went for Museum Guides. She said they just asked newcomers to come to their regular session (Enrichment and Training). She said they might have a couple of new interested guides, but she said they have several sign up each year and then get very few volunteers from that.
