CALL TO ORDER
The meeting opened at 9:39 a.m. in Bldg. 1083. The President welcomed a former Honorary Advisor and presented him with a previously signed appreciation card, which the President had framed. The Honorary Advisor wanted to remind us that we have a great organization, to enjoy the group and to open our arms to new people. He said it’s been a joy. The President also welcomed our Advisor to the Board.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

“I move to accept the minutes of the April, 1, 2010, Board of Governors meeting as written.” Motion seconded and passed.
BOARD REPORTS

Board reports were individually reviewed; see attached report.
Additional Comments:  

The Second Vice said that she learned at the VAC meeting that the Base saved over $900,000 thanks to organizations like ours. The President believes we put in a lot of hours that aren’t accounted for, so be sure not to diminish your efforts.

The First Vice asked if she had an additional $50.00 for the President’s Board gift over and above what was spent on the rest of the Board gifts and the answer was “yes”. The Programs Chair asked the Administrative Treasurer about the bar charge for the last function. The Treasurer said it wasn’t on the latest bill. The Programs Chair said she still has a receipt to give to the Treasurer. The Treasurer reminded everyone to please get their reimbursement forms to her before the Changeover meeting on May 27th.

The Activities Chair wanted to say thanks to those who attended the Activities Budget meeting. 
The International Spouses’ Group (ISG) Chair said the value of the vase that was raffled off at the International Fair was worth over $800.00 and was won by a certain member of the OSC. She wanted to thank all who helped to make the Fair so wonderful - she couldn’t have done it without you. Tomorrow’s ISG program will be a Japanese Tea Ceremony. The presentation will start at 10:00 a.m., with social time beginning at 9:30 a.m. 
The President talked about fliers advertising the Activities and Welcome Coffee. He wondered about distributing some in housing in the Prairies and also in the housing next to Area B. The housing has the rank on it, so we should be able to know where to leave fliers. He feels there’s a wealth of people down there that we aren’t tapping. He said that we have the 88th ABW Commander’s permission to distribute the fliers on Base.
The Reservations Chair wished to propose forming a committee to increase our membership. The President asked that we wait to discuss that after we finish with Board Reports.

Museum: The President said they were increasing the briefing to five hours. The Museum Guides Chair said they only do that about every three or four years and that the President just happened to get caught in that. The President wanted to remind everyone that to work at the Museum of the U.S. Air Force, one must sign a Creed and that their Creed is two full pages long, so he feels that ours is nothing compared to that. Their Creed also says if a volunteer embarrasses the Museum by something that they do, even on their own time, they can be asked to stop volunteering at the Museum.
Programs Chair: The guest speaker we were going to have for the May luncheon cancelled, but she has a new one lined up. He will show us how to pack for a cruise.
The Newsletter Editor would like to purchase a 2010 version of Publisher. She and the President will wrap that up, plus the other purchases she has planned, soon. She would like to remind people that their information is due on July 15th for the September issue of TWW. The Editor asked the Programs Chair for the list of programs for the year. She also said that the frame that we use for our posters is missing from the Club.
The Editor also asked about printing an editorial letter in TWW from an active-duty wife encouraging active-duty spouses to join our organization. Rather than put it in TWW, a suggestion was made to put it in packets at Family Services for when new families arrive on Base. The President read the letter and the consensus was that it would go in the newsletter after all.
The ISG Chair said that the International Spouses’ Group does not have a student scholarship recipient this year, so their money will roll over until next year.

The Secretary, the Newsletter Editor, the Mah Jongg Book Sales Editor, and the President had a “class” with our web site manager on how to make changes to the web site. Things are coming together.

OLD BUSINESS – None
ROWW: The new proposed Chairperson’s name was mentioned, and the current Chair said she knows that this person needs to be approved by the Executive Committee before she can sit at the Changeover Meeting. Reminder: ROWW would like to have its January meeting on the fourth Thursday instead of the fifth Thursday, so she asked that the BoG please note that when the calendar is discussed.
The current ROWW Chair mentioned that she was not allowed to come to “Blingo” when she tried to make her reservation, which was after the deadline. The Reservations Chair explained that if she allowed everyone to make a reservation after the deadline, it could build up to a lot of people and become a problem. The policy is that a member can always try to get in by coming to the event, and if there’s been a cancellation, the Reservations Chair will try to seat you. She reminded the Board that we need to be willing to accept that there are sometimes going to be no openings once the deadline has passed, since she has to turn numbers into the Club. It’s just very helpful to have your reservation.
NEW BUSINESS

Welfare Motions – Welfare Chair 

Motion seconded. Discussion followed.
The Welfare Committee moves to donate $500 to the American Cancer Society.

“This is the Ohio division and our donation last year was used to help fund new cancer treatment technologies and research, reduce cancer in minority and other medically underserved groups, provide everyone access to free cancer information, and support community programs that help patients and their families cope with cancer. They were budgeted up until this year. We have given them $250 the last two years and $500 the two years before that.”  Motion passed.

The Welfare Committee moves to donate $500 to the Gem City Sweet Adelines.
Motion seconded. Discussion followed.
 “This is the first time they have requested a donation. They perform in the community, including a yearly Memorial Day Weekend performance at the VA Hospital. The donation would be used to help pay their expenses which include rental hall, utility costs, preparing shows, costumes, purchasing music, riser repairs, etc.  Their expenses are over $1000 per month.” Motion passed.
BOARD COMMENTS
Admin. Treasurer: Under “Dates to Remember” on your agendas, please look at May 20th. The Operating Budget Meeting follows the Welfare Meeting and will be held at 10:30 a.m. in the Thrift Shop kitchen. Those in attendance will be the incoming Executive Committee and the Advisor. The Treasurer will have it all on paper and we will be able to eat lunch that day, although she can’t guarantee what time. If you have not turned in your budget for your line item for next year, please do so right away by either calling or emailing her.

Thrift Shop Chair: If anyone here consigns at the Thrift Shop, the checks are here and can be picked up next door.
The Programs Chair encouraged all to come to next week’s function, “All About Cruising.” She will be having a raffle for one of the prizes that she didn’t use at Bingo. It was noted that any extra money in Programs goes back into the budget line, and that she cannot just give money to Welfare on her own.
NEW BUSINESS

The Reservations Chair wanted to suggest forming a Committee to try to bring more membership to our Club and to enhance our Club for our current members. She feels that members don’t participate like they should in our activities. She would like the committee to study how to reach out to our current members, to find out what is successful in other Clubs, and then bring the results of that research to our Board of Governors. She would also like to see us come up with new ideas for activities. A member mentioned that new ideas for groups are happening right now, but everyone may not be aware of them.
Motion: “I move that we form a committee to help strengthen our Club and gain new members, with the Reservations Chair as Chair of the Committee.” Motion seconded and passed.  The Activities Chair volunteered to be Co-Chair. Four other members and the President also volunteered to be on the committee. The Committee Chair will come up with a meeting date and will let the committee members know.
PRESIDENT’S REMARKS
The Honorary President and the President have been working to try to get a date for an Appreciation Luncheon for the Board of Governors. However, the Base maintenance people have started changing out all 78 windows in her home. The President will check to see if it can be held at the Arnold House. The Changeover Meeting will be held on May 27th. The President said that this current group will meet at 9:30 a.m., there will be a break, and the new BoG will convene after that.

End-of-Year Reports: The President held up an example of one he has received. Email, snail mail or fax them to the President. Job descriptions: Please get them in. The folder that had the job descriptions and the disc has been lost. The President said he or the Parliamentarian would send out an email listing the job descriptions that they still need to complete the folder. Any that are emailed to the Parliamentarian will also get forwarded to the President.
